Tonight, we’re paying tribute to Sergeant Channing Hicks of Greer South Carolina, 
who died November 16, 2012, of injuries suffered when enemy forces attacked 
their unit with a makeshift bomb and small arms fire in Paktika province, 
Afghanistan.  Sergeant Hicks was assigned to the 1st Battalion, 28th Infantry 
Regiment, 4th Brigade Combat Team, 1st Infantry Division, Fort Riley, Kansas. 

Sergeant Hicks was the first soldier from Greer killed in Afghanistan. When his 
body was returned to Greer, the community paid tribute as his casket was 
transported from the airport.  

As an indication of our respect for Sergeant Hicks and others who gave their lives 
for our country, the club places US flags around our community several times a 
year. Each flag has a yellow ribbon attached with the name of a fallen hero.  

Sergeant Hicks, we salute you and your sacrifice on our behalf.
