Fallen Hero Presentation
Good evening, fellow Exchange Club members and guests,
Tonight, we pay tribute to Specialist Javion Shavonte Sullivan.
Javion Sullivan graduated from Fort Mill High School in 2011, where he stood out as a talented athlete and wrestler. His coach, Chris Brock, described him as “intimidating but humble” and “a gentle giant.” In just one season, he became a leader on the wrestling team, treating teammates and coaches with dignity while bringing a spirit of service to the team.
Javion met his wife, Raven, during junior high school at Cleveland Park. She was playing volleyball, and he was playing basketball. After several attempts to connect, she finally said yes. The two continued to date and married in 2015, later welcoming their daughter, Mahogany.
Driven by a desire to create a better life for his family and serve his country, Javion joined the Army in November 2015. His mother, Cynthia Sullivan, shared that Javion had always aspired to be a soldier, seeking challenges that were both physically and emotionally demanding. Despite her pleas for him to reconsider, Javion was resolute in his decision to serve his family, community, and country.
Specialist Sullivan was assigned to the 16th Signal Company, 11th Theater Tactical Signal Brigade, at Fort Hood, Texas. In 2016, he was deployed to Kuwait, and later to Iraq. On Sunday, January 7, 2018, Javion had been in a group text with family members who were shocked to hear of his passing the next day. According to the U.S. Department of Defense, Specialist Sullivan tragically died in a non-combat-related accident in Al Anbar Province, Iraq, just days before his 25th birthday.
His military awards and decorations include the Army Commendation Medal, National Defense Service Medal, Inherent Resolve Campaign Medal, Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, Army Service Ribbon, and Overseas Ribbon.
As an indication of our respect for Specialist Javion Shavonte Sullivan and others who gave their lives for our country, this *Exchange Club places U.S. flags around our community several times a year. Each flag bears a yellow ribbon with the name of a South Carolina fallen hero.
Specialist Javion Shavonte Sullivan, we salute you and your sacrifice on our behalf.

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Before Goodwill he served as the State Director of Students First SC in Columbia, SC, where he developed a five-year state plan, created outreach plans for members, parents, teachers, and elected officials, and lobbied for progressive education reform at the State House. 

Prior to joining Students First SC, he was the Chief Executive Officer (CEO) of the Greater Pittsburgh Community Food Bank, based in Duquesne, PA. Before leading the Pittsburgh Food Bank, he was Executive Director of Lowcountry Food Bank, in Charleston, SC, a position he held since 2005.  

Jermaine is an active participant in his community and has served on numerous professional and community organizations, such as co-chair of United Way’s African American Leadership Council, vice chair of the South Carolina Food Bank Association and a member of the National Action Committee (NAC) of Feeding America, and the Board of Trustees of Trident Technical College Foundation. He was named to Liberty Fellowship “Class of 2015”.  He was a past president and the first African American president of the Historic Rotary Club of Charleston. In 2004 he was named to the Charleston Regional Business Journal’s 40 Under Forty. 

Jermaine is currently a TEDx Charleston speaker’s coach.

A graduate of Trident Technical College with an Associate in Business degree and additional coursework at Charleston Southern University in Organizational Management.  He is also a graduate of the American Express Leadership Academy and Leadership Charleston.  

Jermaine is a native of Goose Creek, SC. He is married to his life partner and best friend Kayra Husser. He is also the proud father of 21-year-old daughter, Ariana Rivera, 15-year-old daughter, London Jade and 8-year- old son, Jaxon Donovan. Jermaine enjoys coaching emerging leaders, golfing, playing basketball, road cycling, reading novels, writing poetry, and traveling. He is a veteran of the U.S. Army.

Jermaine’s life goal is to impact ONE Million lives before he dies through his commitment to service above self.
